Community Golf Scramble 
4 Person Team Rules
[bookmark: _Hlk40787332]MEN:				FRONT NINE – WHITE TEES
				BACK NINE – BLUE TEES
WOMEN:			FRONT NINE – RED TEES
				BACK NINE – YELLOW TEES

SCRAMBLE RULES
1.  You must use 3 drives from each player.
2. All players tee off and choose the best shot, then each player hits from there and continues on through the green.
3. You may place the ball within one club length of chosen spot, except on the putting surface.
4. You may not move from one cut to another lie, rough to fairway, fringe to green, off green to fringe and out of sand trap.
5. Tee Shot,out of bounds – you must re-tee.
6. Ball must be played to bottom of the cup (NO GIMMIES).
7. Must play in a foursome.

OUT OF BOUNDS STAKES are white and found on #1, #8, and #9.  Additional out of bounds areas are fences on #2, #3, #7, and #9.
GROUND UNDER REPAIR is marked in white paint.  You may drop no closer to the hole with no penalty. 
RED STAKES mark lateral hazards on #1, #4, #5, and #9.  You may play the ball as it lies in the hazard.  A drop area is provided on hole #8, #18.  All other holes:  Ball may be played as nearly as possible at the spot from which the original ball was last played or dropped outside the water hazard within two club lengths of the hazard, no nearer the hole.  Both options incur a one-stroke penalty.
YELLOW STAKES mark water hazard.  Ball may be played as nearly as possible to the spot from which the original ball was last played or dropped behind hazard at the point the ball crossed the hazard with no limit how far behind hazard, both with a one-stroke penalty.

USGA Handicap Card required or player can golf scratch.

PLEASE REPLACE all divots and repair all ball marks.
14 CLUB rule is in effect.

WHAT TO DO AFTER THE GAME?
Once you have signed your score card, snap a picture of it, your M*A*S*H costumes and decorated golf cart, you “Hot Lips” kissed golf ball, and send to mashgolfscramble@billingsclinic.org.  Must turn score cards in at golf course to be eligible for 1st, 2nd, 3rd place earnings.				
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
